Metal whistle poses risk!
(Prague, August 15, 2012) Every child likes to play with any type of a whistle. However some whistles are absolutely nonconforming, just like the respective metal whistle without any marking. The whistle is so small that there is the real danger that children could swallow it or breathe it in. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority banned selling of this whistle and the distributor withdrew the product from the market. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority found that in the inner market a product which poses risk to its users is offered.

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Dangers
The metal whistle without any detailed marking and information fits in the testing tube for small parts. Due to its size it poses risk to children who could swallow it or breathe it in. Such situation may easily occur because the toy is intended to be put in the mouth. 
With regard to the fact that child’s health could be at risk or the child could get injured when using the product in a common and predictable way, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority warns against this risk because it is probable that the product can be still sold at other places in the market. The CTIA banned selling of the product at one distributor in Western Bohemia who subsequently withdrew the product from the market.
