Motor petrol with problems, oils complied with standards 
(Monitoring of fuel quality in July 2012) 
(Prague, August 21, 2012) Inspectors of the CTIA belong to the customers of filling stations also in the summer months. The controls of fuel quality are carried out non-stop and their number will increase up to 3,000 till the end of this year as decided by the Minister of Industry and Trade.  In July, totally 223 fuel samples were taken, including 3 motor petrol samples which failed the required quality. In July, samples of fuels (motor petrol, motor oil, mixed fuel, bio fuel, LPG, CNG and Ethanol E85) were taken at filling stations on the whole territory of the Czech Republic. Fuel quality of 223 samples was tested in a laboratory and 3 samples failed, i.e. 1.3%. Other fuel types met the requirements of the appropriate quality standards.

In July, defects were found only in motor petrol samples. Results according to fuel types, including the detected nonconforming criteria are shown in the attachment.
Out of the total number of 88 taken samples, 3 motor petrol samples failed the requirements of the quality standards (i.e. 3.4%). In one sample, the quality parameter end of distillation was breached and in one sample, the maximal value of vapour pressure was exceeded. In one sample, deviations in 4 quality parameters were detected: distilled content at 100°C, end of distillation, ethanol content and oxygen content by calculation. With regard to the seriousness of this breach of quality, it is assumed that there could be a manufacturing defect or unauthorized manipulation with the fuel. 
Violation of the upper acceptable limit of bio ingredients in fuels was not detected in July. 
Conclusion
Analysis of the taken samples showed deviations from the quality standards in 3 samples of motor petrol. The overall results of fuel quality were better in July than in June, above all no deviations from quality were detected in motor oil. Slight worsening of quality was detected in motor petrol. In July, there were 1.3% of nonconforming samples (there were 5.4% in June). The taken samples of other fuels met the requirements of all the quality standards in all the appropriate parameters.
