Unfair sellers again at the Země živitelka exhibition
(České Budějovice, September 18, 2012) On the last August weekend, the exhibition mall in České Budějovice hosted a fair with a long history, the Země živitelka exhibition. There were products and cultivars from farmers, gardeners, manufacturers of agricultural machinery and other related fields. Visitors could traditionally buy not only products from the participating exhibitors, but also consumer goods and refreshments. As there are tens of thousands of visitors every year and hundreds of exhibitors, it is necessary to supervise the abidance with laws in the competence of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority, especially the provision of obligatory information and fairness of sale. The CTIA inspectors found breaches of the stipulated obligations in 16 of the total number of 35 controls. 
From Thursday August 30 to Tuesday September 4, 2012, the Země živitelka exhibition was held at the exhibition mall in České Budějovice. Due to its significance and range, the exhibition is traditionally included in the plan of inspection activities to be carried out by the employees of the Jihočeský and Vysočina Inspectorate of the CTIA. The controls were focused on observance of the Act on Consumer Protection, Act on Technical Requirements for Products and the Act on General Safety of Products. The inspectors carried out 35 controls in total and found defects in 16 cases (i.e. 46%). 
Inspectors most frequently found failures to provide the declared amount of drinks or weight of meals as well as missing information on the use of the product in Czech and on the maintenance of the product. Some products were not equipped with information necessary for their identification and at some products information about the price or weight was missing. One vendor did not give out any bill of purchase after the buyer’s request and another seller used an uncertified measuring tool. 
Within the control action, the inspectors imposed bans on sale of 85 pieces of products in the overall price of 15,850 CZK and imposed 15 orders and 1 fine on the spot in the total amount of 16,000 CZK.
