CTIA found more poor quality fuel samples in August 
(Results of monitoring of fuel quality in August 2012)
(Prague, September 19, 2012) The CTIA continued in its inspection activities concerning the quality of fuels in the second month of the summer holidays. On the territory of the Czech Republic, totally 236 samples of motor petrol, motor oil, mixed fuel, bio fuel, LPG, CNG and Ethanol E85 were taken including 9 which failed the appropriate quality standards. There were findings in 4 motor petrol samples, 3 motor oil samples, 1 mixed fuel sample and 1 ethanol sample. Till the end of the year, more than 1,100 fuel samples are still to be taken. 

Out of the total number of 236 samples taken and examined in August 2012, there were 9 samples which failed the quality requirements stipulated in the appropriate technical standards, i.e. 3.8%. Results according to the types of fuels, including the detected nonconforming criteria are shown in the attachment. Violation of the upper acceptable limit of bio ingredients in fuels was not detected.

In August, defects were found in the samples of motor petrol, motor oil, mixed fuel and Ethanol E85.
Four of the 93 taken motor petrol samples failed the quality standards requirements (4.3%). In 1 sample, the quality parameter end of distillation was breached and the sample also failed the Motor Octane Number (MON) parameter as well as the Research Octane Number (RON) parameter. Other three samples exceeded the maximal permitted value of vapour. 
Three of the 101 taken motor oil samples (3.0%) failed the quality parameter flash point. 
The same defect was detected also in 1 sample of mixed fuel – SMN 30 (4 samples were taken in total).
Within the control of 1 of 3 samples of Ethanol E-85 it was detected that the content of ethanol was exceeded by 1.9 % V/V.

Conclusion
The analysis of the fuel samples taken by the Czech Trade Inspection Authority at filling stations in August proved deviations from the quality standards in motor petrol, motor oil, mixed fuel and Ethanol E85. In comparison with the previous month the quality of the controlled fuel samples worsened by 2.5%. Decrease of quality by 1% was detected in motor petrol; motor oil worsened from 0% to 3% as well as mixed fuel (25%) and Ethanol E85 (33.3%) which are available in limited amounts in the market network. The taken samples of other fuel types, i.e. LPG, FAME and CNG met the requirements of the appropriate quality standards in all the specified criteria.
