Quality of motor petrol, motor oil and LPG worsened in November
(Results of fuel quality controls in November 2012) 

(Prague, December 18, 2012) The inspections of fuels taken at filling stations on the whole territory of the Czech Republic in November showed deficiencies in LPG as well as in motor petrol and motor oil samples. Totally 12 of 357 samples failed the quality requirements which in most cases stemmed from the staffs’ operation indiscipline. In two cases of the motor petrol BA 95-Super and the LPG, significant deviations were detected suggesting justified suspicions of unauthorized manipulation with the fuels. The number of controls and taking of fuel samples will continue till the end of December. 
The Act on Fuels authorizes the Czech Trade Inspection Authority to check the quality of motor petrol, motor oil, mixed fuel, bio fuel, LPG, CNG and Ethanol E85 by taking samples at filling stations on the territory of the Czech Republic. 
Twelve of the total number of 357 samples taken and tested in November, 2012, failed the quality requirements, i.e. 3.4%. Defects were found in motor petrol, motor oil and the LPG alternative fuel.

Four of the total number of 158 motor petrol samples failed the requirements of the quality standards. The quality requirement for the distillation process was not met in three samples. At the same time, one sample failed the provided quality parameter oxygen substances and oxygen and exceeded the acceptable level of bio ingredient. The detected value was 6.1 V/V while the quality standard allows the maximal ethanol content of 5.2% V/V (a value which is higher than 5.3% V/V indicates a manufacture difference or intentional manipulation with fuels).
Six of the total number of 163 taken samples failed because the flash point was lower than provided by the appropriate standard. This breach is usually caused by the failure to follow the operation discipline during transport or manipulation with the fuel; most probably the motor oil was contaminated by motor petrol.

In November, 24 samples of the alternative engine fuel LPG were taken, including two samples which failed the quality parameter motor octane number (MON).
The information about individual fuels that failed the monitored quality parameters are shown in the attachment. 
Conclusion
The laboratory analysis of the fuel samples taken by the Czech Trade Inspection Authority in November showed deviations from the quality parameters in 4 samples of motor petrol, 6 samples of motor oil and two samples of LP.- The rate of poor quality samples has risen from 1.3% to 3.4%  when compared to the previous month. The quality worsened in motor petrol, motor oil as well as in LPG. The taken samples of all the other fuel types met the requirements of the appropriate quality standards. 
In November, the mobile laboratory was used to check consumers’ complaints in six operative inspections of fuels. Consumers’ suspicions of sale of poor quality fuel were not confirmed within these controls. Inspections at filling stations and taking of fuel samples will continue till the end of December.
