Record fine for presentation events
(Prague, May 28, 2013) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed the highest fine for presentation events ever. The fine imposed to the company 1. Česká reklamní amounted to 2 million CZK and was imposed for the use of aggressive commercial practices and for the failure to meet the information obligations. “With regard to the fact that the company 1. Česká reklamní repeatedly breached the Act on Consumer Protection and given that the new findings were very serious, I consider the fine amount suitable,” the Director General of the CTIA Vladimír Velčovský said and added that the CTIA will continue in this trend of high fines imposed for repeated breaches of law. 
The struggle against fraudulent companies has been a priority of the Minister of Industry and Trade Martin Kuba who appreciates the tough attitude towards the above mentioned company’s unfair practices: “I am glad that on the grounds of my commands the control activities have become more intensive and that suitable fines have been imposed. I believe that under the new director, the CTIA will protect the citizens and penalize unfair vendors,” Martin Kuba said.

The above mentioned fine was imposed for the use of aggressive commercial practices and for the failures to meet the information obligations. The control at the presentation events proved that the seller created the impression that the participants won a prize consisting of certain goods. However, the prize was tied to a purchase of another product without the consumers having been informed about this important fact despite it is required by law. Such a serious breach of law resulted in the high amount of the applied sanction. 
The sellers also breached law when they failed to meet the information obligations and sold one of the offered products without the instructions for use in the Czech language. 
On the grounds of the three controls carried out by the officers of the Plzeňský Inspectorate of the CTIA, fines totally amounting to 2,470,000 CZK were imposed to the company 1. Česká reklamní. The following breaches were also detected: deceitful information about the guaranty period; failure to provide the promised resents advertised in the invitation; failure to label the products with the CE marking. The sanctions amounting to 90,000 CZK related to three disciplinary penalties have been calculated in the total amount of the imposed fine. 
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
