Poor quality petrol detected in May. Diesel with no defects 

(Monitoring of fuel quality – May 2013) 

(Prague, June 13, 2013) During May, in total 215 motor fuel samples were taken, including 5 which failed the appropriate technical standards’ requirements, i.e. 2.3%. The rate of non-conforming samples has been the second best result of the year. “Before the touristic season it is unpleasant to find out that all the cases related to petrol. In 3 of the 5 poor quality petrol samples, the analysis saw significant deviations from the demanded quality which has risen suspicions of unauthorized manipulation with the fuel,” the Director General of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority Vladimír Velčovský said about the results of the inspections of motor fuel. The inspections of fuels will continue in the summer. 
Samples of fuels (petrol, diesel fuel, bio fuel, LPG, CNG, and Ethanol E85) were taken at filling stations on the whole territory of the Czech Republic. Compliance with the Act No. 311/2006 Coll. on Fuels, the implanting decree No. 133/2010 Coll., and appropriate quality standards was checked. 
5 of the total of 215 samples of motor fuels taken and examined in May 2013 failed the stipulated quality requirements. Defects were detected only in petrol samples.

Petrol
In the monitored period, 84 petrol samples were taken, including 5 samples (5.9%) that failed the requirements stipulated in the appropriate technical standard. In total, four samples failed the quality indicator final boiling point and simultaneously 3 of them also failed the quality indicators Motor Octane Number (MON) and Research Octane Number (RON). One sample failed the quality indicator vapour pressure. The other 79 petrol samples met the requirements of the appropriate technical standards. 
Diesel fuel
In total 100 diesel fuel samples were taken and examined. All the taken samples met the requirements of the appropriate technical standard. 

Results according to the fuel types, including non-conforming criteria are available in the attachment. 
Biofuels in fuels
Exceeding of the upper acceptable volume of bio ingredients was not detected in fuels in May. Volume of fatty acid methyl ester was checked in 99 diesel samples and volume of ethanol was examined in 85 petrol samples. 
Conclusion
Analysis of the taken fuel samples proved deviations from the quality standard in 5 petrol samples. The tables above suggest that the overall rate of poor quality fuels taken and examined by the Czech Trade Inspection Authority was significantly lower in May than in April, namely by 2.5%. However, petrol worsened down to 6.0%. The other examined fuels, i.e. diesel fuel, FAME, LPG, CNG, and E-85, met the requirements of the appropriate technical standards. Diesel fuel blend samples were not examined due to the low number of filling stations providing it. 
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
