CTIA at Colours of Ostrava: 40% of checked vendors breached law
(Prague, Ostrava, July 22, 2013) Inspectors of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority checked providers of refreshment at the music festival Colours of Ostrava from July 18 to July 21, 2013. 
The inspectors carried out in total 20 inspections of restaurants, cafes, wine bars, stalls with refreshment and souvenirs at the festival venue and its close surroundings. Breaches of laws were detected in 8 sellers, i.e. in 40% of cases. Incorrect billing of purchase and use of measuring device (scales) without valid certification were the most frequent violations. Two sellers also failed to provide the declared amount of drinks. In four cases, the CTIA inspectors imposed on-spot fines. Administrative proceedings will be launched with four subjects. “Our findings from this year’s Colours of Ostrava are basically identical with the results of 2012,” the Director General of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority Vladimír Velčovský said. “Our inspectors will focus on events and locations that are connected with the summer season. We check stall sale, swimming pools, gardens of restaurants and sellers of seasonal fruits,” Vladimír Velčovský added. 
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
