Cooperation of CTIA and CTO in Liberec
(Liberec, August 2, 2013) The Ústecký and Liberecký Inspectorate of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority has cooperated with the regional branch of the Czech Telecommunication Office in Liberec for more than 10 years. Within common inspections, workers of the both surveillance authorities focus on radio and telecommunication devices such as radio controlled toys, walky-talkies, wireless doorbells, wireless headphones, wireless microphones, wireless security systems and so on. 
Workers of the CTO are accredited persons authorized to measure real frequencies of the products inspected within common controls. They use special measuring equipment called Spectral analyser Rohde&Schwarz FSH3 to detect deviations from permitted bands and to find out whether products operate on forbidden frequencies, especially 35MHz and 49MHz.
Missing instructions for use in Czech and information about safe use of products belonged among the most frequent breaches of the Act on Consumer Protection within inspections of sale of products using radio and telecommunication devices. Further on, information about manufacturer, importer or supplier was frequently missing. Some products were not labelled with information on the working frequency. 

From the perspective of the Act No. 22/1997 Coll. on Technical Requirements for Products, and the Government Order No. 426/2000 Coll., it was found that nor is shortened version of Declaration of Conformity attached to the products.

This year, 14 common inspections have been carried out especially in border regions. 4 inspections were without defects. In total 62 types of products, including 173 pieces amounting in total to 65,217 CZK were banned. Defects were detected especially in radio controlled toys and wireless doorbells. For example, one inspected person was banned selling 16 types of products, including 67 products amounting to 24,463 CZK.

Permitted bands for products:  27 MHz a 40 MHz (relates to radio controlled toys)

Examples of frequencies that must not be used for products:

49 MHz – band allocated for TV NOVA  

35 MHz – band allocated for modellers
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
