Cigarette shaped laser pointer can damage eyes
(Prague, August 13, 2013) Inspectors of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority detected a product which presents a serious risk. It is a laser pointer, light and pen “3 in 1” without any appropriate marking. “The detected intensity of the laser way exceeds the maximal acceptable dose of irradiation to human eye. The product is not equipped with any warnings against irradiation or information about the laser class. Under such circumstances it poses serious risk of eye damage especially to children users. The product has been notified in the RAPEX system,” Vladimír Velčovský, the Director General of the CTIA summed-up the hazards related to the laser pointer. 
Cigarette shaped laser pointer No.: ZK-9107
Country of origin: China (as suggested by labelling)
Manufacturer is not known. Individual laser pointers that can be used as lights and pens and that look like cigarettes are not labelled with any information about their characteristics, way of use or hazards stemming from incorrect use of the product. 
The products are packed in a cardboard packaging with a picture of the laser pointer and following signs: „GOOD PRODUCTS, CIGARETTE, LED, LASER & pen 3 IN 1, NOT ONLY CIGARETTE: 1.LED LIGHT, 2.LASER LIGHT, 3.PEN/PDA, No.:ZK-9107“. On the back side of the cardboard packaging, composition of the products and “MADE IN CHINA” is stated. A tag with the following information is also stuck to the box: „Malou baterku, Vyrobeno v Číně ZU HEXING. s.r.o., čárový kóde a značka CE“.
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Hazards
As detected within measurement, laser radiation intensity exceeds the maximal acceptable dose of irradiation to human eye. With regard to the fact that the product is not marked with any warnings against laser irradiation or information about the laser class, the risk was evaluated as very serious, especially to children users. 
Imposed measure
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority ordered immediate withdrawal of the product from the market and banned its placement on the market. 
The cigarette shaped laser pointer was notified in RAPEX.
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
