Risk posed by children’s saxophone mouthpiece
(Prague, August 16, 2013) When monitoring the market with toys, inspectors of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority detected a set of musical instruments AGATKA that included one product which failed requirements on safety of toys. “Within the above mentioned set, risk is posed by mouthpiece of a plastic saxophone. The mouthpiece can be loosely slipped on the top of the saxophone and easily removed by a small child. It can all fit in the test tube for small parts, so there is a real risk that a child can swallow, inspire or suffocate it,” said Vladimír Velčovský, the Director General of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority. The product was notified into the system of dangerous products RAPEX.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority detected offer and sale of the following product that poses serious risk especially to children:

The plastic saxophone from the set of musical instruments AGATKA is equipped with a mouthpiece which is only loosely slipped on the saxophone top and can be easily separated by pulling. It can all fit in the test tube for small parts. 
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When using the product in a usual and predictable way, it is more than probable that a situation occurs when health is damaged. There is a risk that a child swallows or inspires the small piece of the toy or suffocates. 
The CTIA banned selling of the above mentioned product and the distributor subsequently took measure based on which he withdraw the product from the market. 
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
