Swivel chair Brasil is not solid and stable enough! 

(Brno, September 23, 2013)  A consumer turned to the Czech Trade Inspection Authority, being suspicious about office chair Brasil that he purchased. He thought that it was not safe. “Inspectors collected the chair and had it assessed in a laboratory. The expert opinion confirmed that the product was dangerous. The chair is unstable and thus it can roll over when used. Also the material from which the pedestal is made is not solid enough and deforms under load as explained by Tatiana Neuhybelová, the Director General of the CTIA Inspectorate seated in Brno. 
Based on submission by the consumer who notified the Czech Trade Inspection Authority of swivel office chair marked as Brasil 28820026/01 (EAN 900 701 967 1499), which he considered unsafe, the product was collected and sent to appropriate laboratory for safety assessment. 
The protocol on the test carried out by the Strojírenský zkušební ústav proved that the respective swivel chair does not comply with the applicable safety requirements. The expert opinion showed that it failed the applicable technical standards for stability. Another test detected insufficient solidity and durability. Failure to comply with safety requirements means that the product does not meet general safety requirements and is dangerous according to the Act on General Safety (section 3, par. 7 of the Act No. 102/2001 Coll.)
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Dangers
The chair can roll over easily when its user wants to move to the table or to another place while transfer his weight to the front edge. Tests also proved that piston can be destroyed after repeated seat height adjustment (see the picture below).
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Taken action
With regard to the fact that the risk of injury were assessed as serious and high, the CTIA took a protective action – it prohibited placing of the product to the market and administrative proceedings with the inspected person will be launched.
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
