Torch with life-threatening charger
(Prague, September 24, 2013) An electric torch is of practical help and is needed in every household. However, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority detected offer of two torches that pose serious risk to consumers in the Czech market. “We speak about rechargeable torches with electric plug. When a user manipulates with their chargers, there is a risk of injury by electric current because the plugs don’t comply with the stipulated model. Moreover, none of the products is marked properly or equipped with instructions for use in Czech. Documentation on both torches was sent to the Ministry of Industry and Trade that would notify them into the system RAPEX,” said Vladimír Velčovský, the Director General of the CTIA.
We speak about the following products:
Torch Power Style 

The product has several parts, including a torch marked with a sign CREE, rechargeable battery and a charger (see the picture). 
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Manufacturer is unknown. Among others, the packaging states the following: POWER STYLE, CREE LED, 180 Lumens. There is a sticker on the packaging – among others also with the following text: Země původu: Čína, ITEM NO.: TP3294, Dovozce MILAN-DARKY.CZ, V3-F25, 8595573032944. The label of the charger states the following: MODEL LP-101W, Input AC 100-240V/47-63Hz, and there are two pictograms – a double quarter and a symbol of a house.
Electric torch „Reputation Supreme“

We speak about a boxer-shaped multifunctional device functioning as a LED torch and paralyzer without appropriate marking.
Manufacturer is unknown. Besides a two-pole switch with an OFF/ON sign, the product is not marked in any way. On the packaging (carton box), the following text is printed: Reputation Supreme, Quality first. A sticker on the box provides the following texts: ITEM NO: TP 4842, Název: SVITILNA, Země původu: Čína, Distributor: Neva Invest s.r.o., 8595573048426. 
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Danger
Expert assessment showed that proportions of the two-pole plug of the both samples of collected torches don’t comply with the stipulated model. The shortcoming can result in injury by electric current. 
In addition, none of the above mentioned torches was marked in compliance with applicable technical standards or equipped with instructions for safe use in Czech. 

Measures taken
These were the reasons why the Czech Trade Inspection Authority banned marketing of the risky products and ordered withdrawal from the market. 

Complete documentation concerning the both torches was transferred to the Ministry of Industry and Trade that would notify them in the system RAPEX.
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
