Plug light SAHARA can even kill 
(Prague, April 22, 2014) Mobile light intended for direct plug in can be used in any household – it is practical, small and operative. However, it is necessary to check whether it meets all required safety standards and whether it is equipped with all obligatory information and data. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority found out that it is not the case with plug light SAHARA. Therefore we warn consumers that the product which is offered in the internal market poses serious risk of injury by electric current. With regard to the danger, the light SAHARA will be notified into the RAPEX system. 
We speak about this product:
SAHARA – plug light
Manufacturer: unknown (information not provided)
Bar code: EAN 6985181355979
It is an electric plug light with two-pole plug with threaded socket E27 and switch intended for a respective light source. The light has no light source cover and the plug is demountable. 
Manufacturer is unknown and there is no marking directly on the product. The product is packed in plastic packaging, made of a blue paper carton, and the bottom of the packaging is labelled with the text „ELECTRICAL ACCESSORIES“, and CE marking. On the back side is a white label with the following data: SAHARA Koncovka na připojení žárovky, LN228-480-1045, CE marking and bar code. 
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Dangers
When manipulating with the plugged in light (e.g. during exchange of light source) user can accidently touch the plugged socket and subsequently be injured by electric current. The product was equipped with instructions for use and its marking does not comply with the requirements of appropriate legal regulation. 
Imposed measures
With regard to the risk, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed ban on distribution of the product and recall from distribution. After documentation is elaborated, the light will be notified into the European database of dangerous products RAPEX.
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
