Fakes for 1.7 million at market place in Brno 
(Extraordinary inspection action at Olomoucká marketplace in Brno)
(Brno, June 19, 2014) An extraordinary inspection action of inspectorate seated in Brno was based on information received from members of the Alien Police who detected a stall at Olomoucká marketplace in Brno in which counterfeits of popular trademarks were offered. “More than 500 pieces of counterfeits of textile products, shoes, and haberdashery were detected within the inspection and placed out of reach of the inspected marketeer. The value calculated in the prices of originals exceeded 1.7 million CZK,” said Tatiana Neuhybelová, the director of the CTIA inspectorate seated in Brno. 
The Jihomoravský and Zlínský Inspectorate of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority focused on compliance with the Act on Consumer Protection, especially on selling, offering and stocking goods infringing certain intellectual property rights. In a single stall at the Olomoucká marketplace in Brno in total 519 pieces of fakes of textile products, shoes, and haberdashery were detected in cooperation with the Alien Police. If the counterfeits were sold, owners of the intellectual property rights would be harmed by 1,701,700 CZK.
Administrative proceedings will be launched with the inspected persons after identification of the seller and elaboration of expert assessment proving detection of goods illegally labelled with popular trademarks. It will be decided about the amount of fine, confiscation of goods and their subsequent destruction or handover to humanitarian purposes. 
In the first quarter of 2014, South Moravian inspectors carried out 5 inspections based on monitoring of the market and they detected infringements of certain intellectual property rights in all cases. In the same period 17 fines amounting to the total of 167,500 CZK came into force that were imposed for shortcomings detected in the previous period. 
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
