Don’t expect original products at marketplaces
(Ostrava, July 1, 2014) While most people enjoyed the weekend relaxing in the May weather, inspectors of the CTIA inspectorate seated in Ostrava together with members of the Alien Police worked at the marketplace in the Šenovská Street to check whether marketeers offer consumers with products infringing certain intellectual property rights. They detected counterfeits in only one of 17 inspected stalls. However, in all other cases they discovered a number of other shortcomings and breaches of obligations. Sellers paid 14 on-the-spot fines amounting to the total of 19,000 CZK. Administrative proceedings will be launched with the remaining three vendors. 
On Sunday June 22, 2014, an inspection action was focused on selling, offering and stocking products infringing certain intellectual property rights. Workers of the Moravskoslezský and Olomoucký Inspectorate of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority together with members of the Alien Police inspected 17 selected stalls with textile, groceries, toys, household ware, leather goods and shoes at the marketplace in the Šenovská Street in Ostrava-Radvanice. Counterfeits, i.e. products illegally labelled with trademarks, were detected only in one case when the seller offered fakes of CROCS shoes. In case of the other 16 inspected stalls, other shortcomings were detected, especially concerning breaches of the Act on Consumer Protection. 
Detected violations
· 12 sellers failed to inform consumers about prices of sold products in compliance with pricing regulations;
· 2 sellers failed to ensure that products are marked with information about the way of maintenance and material composition;
· 1 seller offered shoes illegally labelled with the trademark CROCS;
· 1 seller failed to provide bill of purchase of products with all belongings on consumer’s demand;
· 1 seller offered reflexive vests without obligatory information and marking as required by applicable legal regulations (breaches of the Act on Technical Requirements for Products);
· 1 seller used a measuring instrument – wooden meter - without valid certification (breach of the Act on CTIA).
Taken actions and sanctions 

Within the inspection action, inspectors took and stocked out of reach of the inspected person 26 pairs of counterfeited shoes in the total amount of 27,000 CZK. 
They imposed ban on further use of 1 measuring instrument without valid certification until remedy is made. 
Inspectors imposed 14 on-the-spot fines in the total amount of 19,000 CZK for the detected violations and in 3 cases the discovered breaches will be subjects to administrative proceedings. 
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
