Besides fakes also risky products at border marketplaces
(Pilsen/Ústí, July 2, 2014) Inspectors focused on marketplaces in border regions where especially foreigners shop. The result of a number of inspections in Western and Northern Bohemia were thousands of collected fakes detected, i.e. products infringing certain intellectual property rights – if these products were sold, the owners of these rights would be harmed by millions of CZK. Besides counterfeits, risky products that failed conditions stipulated for safe use were also offered. 
Inspectors of the Plzeňský and Karlovarský Inspectorate of the CTIA carried out 277 inspections, including 149 in which they detected offering, selling, and stocking of counterfeits and imitations which is a prohibited deceitful commercial practice and violation of certain intellectual property rights pursuit to the Act on Consumer Protection. 7,340 pieces of fakes whose value – calculated in prices of originals – would reach almost 18 million CZK were found. Products were stocked out of reach of inspected persons. After lawful decisions are issued, the products will be destroyed or used for humanitarian purposes, and fines will be imposed to the inspected persons. Selling counterfeits is typical for border regions however it is increasingly detected in classical shops in larger towns and e-shops. 
During June, marketplaces in Svatá Kateřina, Železná Ruda, Stavý Kříž, and Folmava were inspected in cooperation with the Police of the Czech Republic. More than 3,500 pieces of counterfeits for almost 8 million CZK were collected only within joint inspections with the Police of the Czech Republic, Fire Service, and trade licensing office at five Folmava marketplaces late June. 
The highest rate of collected counterfeits consisted of textile goods, and further also music and film recordings, watches, and toys illegally labelled with popular trademarks. Fakes of the following brands are discovered most frequently: BURBERRY, ADIDAS, HOLISTER, JACK WOLFSKIN, LACOSTE a LOUIS VUITTON. 

Findings by the inspectors of the CTIA from Ústí nad Labem were rather different. Last week they aimed at border market places in Petrovice and Vejprty. In 8 of 9 cases they found out that besides the Act on Consumer Protection sellers also violated the Act on General Safety of Products and Act on Technical Requirements for Products when having failed the following information obligations: they didn’t label products with identification data or safety warnings against risks stemming from incorrect way of use and offered products without instructions for use in Czech and didn’t mark the goods with prices. 
In one stall, laser pointers failed the requirements for general safety of products and electric products were not labelled with required marking pursuit to the Act No. 22/1997 Coll. on Technical Requirements for Products. Based on the detected violations sellers were imposed 5 on-the-spot fines amounting to the total of 8,000 CZK, administrative proceedings will be launched with 2 vendors, and 1 inspection is still in progress. Ban on sale of 57 pieces of products amounting to 17,550 CZK was imposed. One imitation of a toy was collected. 
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
