CTIA collected fakes for 23 million CZK at SAPA marketplace
(October 17, 2014, Prague) This year’s largest number of collected counterfeits were transported by CTIA inspectors from Prague SAPA marketplace in late Wednesday evening. They took in total 4,092 pieces of products whose value calculated in the prices of originals would amount to almost 23 million CZK. This was a result of an inspection within which 6 inspectors had to call other three colleagues to be able to manage to inspect and file all counterfeits that they discovered in one particular stall. The products were illegally labelled with 10 trademarks or were prepared to be labelled with respective protective elements. 
6 employees of the Inspectorate took park in the respective inspection at the SAPA marketplace. With regard to the fact that high number of counterfeits were detected in one single stall, all officers focused on the sale spot. Three other inspectors were called because of the high number of counterfeited goods. This inspection was carried out only by the CTIA, the Středočeský and Praha Inspectorate, and no other surveillance body took part. 
Besides prohibited use of unfair commercial practices by offering and selling products that infringe certain intellectual property rights pursuit to the article No. 5 par. 2 of the Act on Consumer Protection, the particular seller also violated other obligations when he failed to properly inform consumer about prices of offered goods and failed to issue bill of purchase with all belongings. 
During the inspection, inspectors found out that some products were labelled with the trademark PRADA which was only on lining of handbags. Only small holes on the inside of the product indicated where metal sign with the respective trademark should be placed from outside. The respective sign was put in the handbag. A high number of these labels that are used to be additionally affixed to the product were detected. Besides handbags inspectors collected also purses and other products of leather assortment of the following brands: George Gina & Lucy, Michael Kors, Dolce&Gabbana, Nike, ADIDAS, PUMA, Longchamp, Georgio Armani, PRADA and Louis Vuitton.  

From October 15, 2014, inspectors collected and stored out of reach of inspected persons in total 4,092 pieces of branded products at the SAPA marketplace in Prague-Libuše. Sale of these products would cause damage amounting to 22,755,940 CZK to owners of the respective trademarks. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority will proceed with inspections focused on selling and offering products that infringe certain intellectual property rights. 
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
