Playpens aren’t always dangerous
(Prague, October 20, 2014) Within monitoring of offer of products intended for child-care products, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority detected that there is a products that poses serious risk to small children. It is a playpen composed of six parts. Its purpose is to prevent children from leaving the safe space inside the playpen. The product is equipped with a gate in which a cutting space occurs where a child can clash its fingers within accidental manipulation. CTIA ordered withdrawal of the product from the market and prepares documentation concerning notification to the RAPEX system. We speak about the following product:

Danger
Í Within safety tests a cutting space about moving parts was detected – i.e. between the playpen’s fence and the gate (see picture No. 2). There is a high probability that within usual and predictable use a situation can occur within which a child can be injured (clash and damage of fingers). Such injury can be caused when a child plays with open doors of the playpen and puts his fingers to the space when playing or when another person quickly opens the door. The risk of injury was evaluated as medium risk. Therefore the playpen DINGO will be notified into the RAPEX system after documentation is elaborated. 

Taken measures
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed ban on placing the product on the market. After results of the inspection were elaborated, manufacturer informed his distributors about the necessity to recall the products from sale and prohibition on further selling.
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
