Fakes from Czech marketplaces more often end in CTIA storages
(Brno/Ústí nad Labem, October 27, 2014) Violations of certain intellectual property rights by vendors who sell counterfeits of trademarks and patterns, including illegal copies of audio and video carriers, remain a special thing for marketplaces in border regions. This was confirmed by results of an inspection action carried out by CTIA inspectors from Ústí nad Labem and Brno in North Bohemian Hřensko as well as in South Moravian Hatě several days ago. Within these two inspection actions only the inspectors collected almost 500 pieces of products illegally labelled with famous trademarks amounting to more than 2.5 million CZK when calculated in prices of originals. The Act on Consumer Protection allows to impose a fine of 5 million CZK for this deceitful commercial practice. 
Hřensko:  

Safety of CTIA inspectors was secured by members of Alien Police Service during the inspection action in Hřensko in North Bohemia. Vice-minister of the Ministry of Industry and Trade Karel Novotný was also present at the action within which inspectors collected in total 500 pieces of offered and stored products that infringe certain intellectual property rights in six stalls. Their total value calculated in prices of originals was 1.600.000 CZK. These were especially textile product, but also handbags, watches or toys from Louis Vuitton, Gucci, Adidas, Rolex, Rado, Tommy Hilfiger, Jack Wolfskin and other brands. 

Collected products were stored out of reach of inspected persons and after decisions become effective, counterfeited goods will be destroyed or used for humanitarian purposes if applicable. 
Hatě: 

Extraordinary inspection action at the Hatě marketplace was also focused on selling, offering as well as storage of goods that infringe certain intellectual property rights and inspections of products regarding fulfilment of safety requirements (compliance with the Act on General Safety of Products and the Act on Technical Requirements for Products). Members of Alien Police were also present at this inspection action.
At seven inspected stalls, inspectors collected in total 97 pieces of counterfeits of textile clothing, fancy goods, and footwear. If these products were sold, the damage to owners of intellectual property rights would be almost 870,000 CZK. The goods were illegally labelled with the trademarks Adidas, Burberry, Calvin Klein, Converse, Hugo Boss, Lacoste, Louis Vuitton, Prada, Puma and Tommy Hilfiger.

After inspected persons are identified and expert opinions elaborated to prove that the products were illegally marked with trademarks, administrative proceedings with sellers will start. It will be decided about amounts of fines, confiscation of goods and their subsequent liquidation or hand over to humanitarian purposes. 
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
