German speaking inspectors confused marketers
(Prague, September 18, 2014) CTIA inspectors collected a record number of counterfeits amounting to 8.5 million CZK at the Dragoun marketplaace which has been the highest amount since 2011! On Friday 13 inspectors of the Plzeňský region accompanied by the Alien Police visited the Dragoun marketplace in Cheb. They managed to get to three storages full of counterfeits – thanks to invention of inspectors who acted as German speaking customers and claimed that they wanted something “original”. Two storages were completely full of textile goods of various global trademarks and the third store contained counterfeits of luxury handbags, including metal signs that marketers fix on no-name handbags. Another success was a store with a watch workshop where not only complete watches but also machines were found. 
The action was supposed to only concern monitoring, but it ended up with a record number of collected counterfeits and inspectors left the marketplace with cars full of 150 bags with collected and counted goods late in the evening. 

More than 3,100 pieces of counterfeits of various types of goods and brands were collected in total. Jumpers, jackets, tracksuits, caps (Adidas, Nike, Jack Wolfskkin, Lacoste, Raplh Lauren), but also hand bags (Gucci, Louis Vuiton, Prada, Dolce Gabanna), luxury watches (Breitling, Rolex, Rado). The value of collected products calculated in prices of originals would reach 8.5 million CZK.

Inspectors visited five marketplaces in the Karlovy Vary Region during the past four weeks. One week before the above mentioned action they found 160 counterfeits amounting to almost half a million CZK at the Dragoun marketplace. Late August they found a storage with 1,000 pieces of CDs and 500 pieces of DVDs plus other counterfeits in stalls – in total more than 1,800 fakes amounting to almost 1 million CZK. Record number of counterfeits undoubtedly related to the fact that CTIA inspectors acted as German speaking buyers and sellers believed them and took them to hidden storages full of counterfeits. 
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
