Fuels quality with minimal shortcomings in December 

(Monitoring of fuels quality – December 2014)
(Prague, January 19, 2015) Violations of quality indicators were detected only in two samples of diesel fuel within inspections of 137 fuel samples collected at filling stations in December 2014. In both cases, determined limit for flash point was not complied with which stand for 1.5% of poor quality samples. Other collected and tested samples of motor fuels were without defects. Violation of the upper acceptable level of bio ingredients content was not discovered concerning diesel and gasoline. 

Sampling of fuels at selected filling stations was the last of the year 2014 in terms of the scheduled number of samples to be collected within quality inspections on the territory of the Czech Republic. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority is authorized to carry out inspections of these fuels based on the Act on Fuels (section 7 par. 2 letter a) of the Act No. 311/2006 Coll. and the Decree No. 133/2010 Coll.). 

Fuels quality was inspected within 137 collected samples of automotive petrol, diesel fuel, diesel fuel blend, bio fuels, LPG, and CNG (pursuant to section 3 par. 1 of the Act No. 311/2006 Coll.).  In total 2 samples, namely of diesel (i.e. 1.5%), failed quality requirements in December 2014.
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Diesel 
71 diesel fuel samples were collected and inspected in December. 2 of them failed quality requirements as stipulated in applicable technical standard. Both samples failed quality indicator flash point. Minimal value of the indicator is 53.0°C when measurement uncertainty is taken into account while the measured value was 43.5°C concerning the first sample and 48.5°C concerning the other one. The other inspected and analysed samples of diesel fuel complied with quality requirements stipulated in the technical standard ČSN EN 590 – Automotive fuels – Diesel – Requirements and Test Methods. 
Organic fuels
In December, content of fatty acid methyl ester was inspected in 71 diesel samples and ethanol content was inspected in 53 samples of gasoline. Laboratory analysis didn’t prove any violation of the upper acceptable limit of organic ingredients.
Conclusion
Analysis of collected automotive fuel samples proved deviations from quality standards in 2 diesel fuel samples in December 2014. Inspection of fuel quality proved improvement by almost 2% (from 3.6% to 1.5%) when compared with November 2014. However, higher rate of poor quality was detected concerning diesel. Gasoline and alternative fuel LPG for engine saw quality improvements.
