Watch out in the Giant Mountains! Vendors could cheat you
(Hradec Králové, February 25, 2015) Common inspection action of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority, Regional Veterinary Administration (RVA) and Regional Hygiene Station (RHS) was carried out on Friday, February 20, 2015, in Špindlerův Mlýn, Jánské Lázně, Černý Důl and Pec pod Sněžkou. The aim of the action was to inspect public alimentation during the winter touristic season in areas with increased tourism. In total 20 inspections were carried out and infringements were discovered in 16 cases, i.e. 80% of inspected subjects. 
Employees of RHS participated in joint inspections at six workplaces, including five cases in which breaches of obligations in its inspection scope were discovered. Officers of the RVA participated in 10 joint inspections, including five workplaces where breaches of supervised legal regulations were detected.
Inspectors of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority, namely the Královéhradecký and Pardubický Inspectorate, inspected compliance with the Act on Consumer Protection and detected violations of the Act in 9 of 20 cases of inspections, i.e. 45%. Infringements mainly consisted of failure to provide declared amount of drinks, failure to inform consumers about valid prices of offered meals and drinks as well as use of uncertified measuring instruments. CTIA imposed six on-the-spot fines and administrative proceedings will be launched in the other three cases of violations of legal regulations.
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
