Ladybird with magnet is not a toys suitable for children!

(Prague, March 13, 2015) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority detected that in the Czech market vendors offer a product which poses risk especially to children users. There is a risk of health damage or injury in case of a child swallowing or inhaling small parts revealed from ladybird’s body. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority prohibited selling of the product and its distributor withdrew from the market the product produced by an unknown manufacturer. The following toy was notified into the database of dangerous products RAPEX.

Within a pull test legs of the toy’s body separated when the power of 14 N and 16 N were used, i.e. less power than stipulated in the standard (i.e. 90±2 N). If such situation occurred during children’s play, a child user could be injured because his airways could be blocked or his inner organs injured as a result of swallowing or inhaling small parts. 
Taken action
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority prohibited selling of the dangerous toy and its distributor subsequently withdrew the product from the market. Documentation concerning the ladybird with magnet was transferred to the contact point at the Ministry of Industry and Trade and will be notified into the database of dangerous products RAPEX (file number INFO/0032/15).
