Defects concerned only diesel in March
(Monitoring of fuel quality in March 2015)

(Prague, April 27, 2015) Samples of diesel fuels collected at filling stations during March showed deviations from quality standards only within 3 samples of diesel. In total 237 samples of motor fuels were inspected, including 3 that failed technical standards, i.e. 1.3%. The total rate of detected flaws was the same as in the previous two months. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed prohibition of sale on 9 thousand litres of poor quality diesel fuel amounting to 286,000 CZK at two filling stations until remedy would be made. Administrative proceedings was launched with inspected entities whose fuel failed limits stipulated in the applicable standard. Decisions on fines fill be published on the CTIA’S website after decisions come into force. 
In March, monitoring of fuels quality was carried out at filling stations on the territory of the Czech Republic (pursuant to provision of section 7 par. 2 letter a) of the Act No. 311/2006 Coll. on fuels and the Decree No. 133/2010 Coll. on quality and records of fuels). Samples of automotive petrol, diesel fuel, blended fuel, organic fuel, LPG, and CNG were collected. 3 of the number of 237 samples of fuels failed stipulated quality requirements, i.e. 1.3% of collected and inspected motor fuels.
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Diesel fuel
In March, 99 diesel fuel samples were collected and inspected. 3 of them failed quality requirements of applicable technical standard, namely the flash point parameter. Minimal value of flash point is 53.0°C when measurement uncertainty is taken into account. Measured values of this quality parameter in the particular samples were significantly lower, namely 29.5°C, 41.0°C, and 44.0°C. Other inspected and analyzed samples of motor fuels met the requirements of quality indicators stipulated in the technical standard ČSN EN 590 – Motor Fuels – Diesel – Technical Requirements and Test Methods.
Organic fuels
Content of fatty acid methyl ester was inspected in 99 samples of diesel fuel and content of ethanol was inspected in 87 samples of automotive petrol. Violation of the upper acceptable limit of organic fuels content was not detected within laboratory analysis.
Taken action
In two cases, the Czech Trade inspection Authority imposed measures (pursuant to provision of section 7 par. 1 letter a) of the Act No. 64/1986 Coll. on the CTIA) and prohibited sale of motor fuels that didn’t comply with requirements of special legal regulations. This measure was imposed on 8,767.38 litres of diesel fuel amounting to 286,812.04 CZK.

When compared to February 2015, higher ratio of noncompliant samples of diesel fuel was detected. The total ratio of poor quality fuels was the same as in the previous two months, i.e. 1.3%.
