Inspections of restaurants and clubs in Ostrava
(Ostrava, May 15, 2015) Inspectors of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority in Moravskoslezský and Olomoucký Regions carried out inspection of restaurants and clubs at the Stodolní Street and its neighbourhood in Ostrava on May 13. In total 13 inspections in the consequence of the Ice Hockey World Championships were carried out and flaws were detected in 10 workplaces.
CTIA officers carried out in total 13 inspections in clubs and restaurants, including 10 workplaces in which flaws were detected.
Violations of obligations of honest sale were detected in total in 11 cases, i.e. some inspected entities had several flaws) – 6 related to failure to provide determined or declared amount of drinks, in 3 cases sellers billed to the detriment of the consumer – by 3 CZK, 10 CZK, and 11 CZK. In 2 cases, the consumer had no possibility to check the correct amount of a drink and meal with the help of certified measuring instrument. 2 vendors didn’t provide proper information about prices of offered and sold products. 
One seller didn’t issue any bill of purchase with all requirements based on consumer’s request and another vendor didn’t inform about the amount to which a particular price related – he only informed about the price of the drink but without any indication of the respective amount.
10 on-the-spot fines amounting to the total of 15,000 CZK were imposed for the detected flaws. Administrative proceedings will be launched in 3 cases. 
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
