Electric San Gong Soldering Iron is dangerous!

(Prague, June 12, 2015) When monitoring the market, officers of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority discovered that some shops offer a soldering iron which is not marked properly and fails electric safety standards as proven by expert opinion. Internal connection of conductors is not secured enough against accidental touch by parts of a human body and its user is in danger of injury by electric currant. The product is not equipped with obligatory information in Czech, so consumer is not accordingly warned against risks posed within incorrect use. Distribution of this dangerous soldering iron was prohibited and withdrawal from distribution was ordered. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority discovered a product which poses serious risk to consumers in the Czech market. We speak about the following electric soldering iron:
San Gong Soldering Iron

This hand electric soldering iron has metal body, metal tip and plastic handle. The product isn’t equipped with any switch and is put into operation only through direct connection to the socket. Soldering can start when the tip is heated up. The product is distributed in a combined packaging made of paper and transparent plastic. 
There is a sticker with the marking 220V/240 V, 60 W and MADE IN CHINA on the handle. There is no other marking of the product or the plug. The following texts are on the product: SAN GONG, NO. 2208A, as well as information in English and Chinese. The product is equipped with a sticker – among other signs with CE marking that doesn’t comply with determined graphic, size and shape, the code EAN 8592303003052 and texts: Návod: Elektrická páječka - jmenovitý příkon 60W/220-250V, Nevhodné pro děti do 3 let, Vyrobeno v Číně, Dovozce: CZ. 
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Dangers
The way internal connection of conductors doesn’t provide sufficient protection against accidental touch with human body. Such accidental touch can result in easy release of lead conductor in the consequence of usual manipulation with the product. Proportions of bipolar power cord don’t comply with the determined model. The product is not equipped with all necessary information, so consumer is not sufficiently warned against risks of use of the product. 
Taken action
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority prohibited distribution of the dangerous electric San Gong Soldering Iron and ordered its withdrawal from the distribution.
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
