Small parts of building kit can injure children
(Prague, June 19, 2015) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority warns against dangers posed to the health of children who play with the wooden building kit Wooden Toys which was detected in the Czech market. Within a test it was discovered that the kit consists of 27 pieces out of which 25 pieces can all fit in the test tube for small parts. There is a very serious risk especially for children because within game they can easily swallow or inhale small parts and block their airways or hurt inner organs. The toy was notified into the European database of dangerous products RAPEX.

The wooden kit consists of 27 parts out of which 25 pieces can all easily fit in the test tube for small parts. Separable parts of toys intended for children under 36 months should not fit in this test tube. 

When playing with the kit, i.e. when using the product in a predictable and usual way, it is possible that a situation occurs when a child can get injured – swallow or inhale separated small parts and block its airways or hurt inner organs. 
Imposed measures
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority banned sale of the wooden building kit Wooden Toys and distributor subsequently took action to withdraw the particular product from the market. After complete documentation had been elaborated, the toy was notified as a dangerous product to the contact point for RAPEX at the Ministry of Industry and Trade.
