Fuels with minimum of defects in first half of the year 

(Monitoring of fuel quality in June 2015 and 1st quarter of 2015)

(Prague, July 21, 2015) During the first six months of 2015, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority collected in total 1,331 motor fuel samples at filling stations. 21 samples, i.e. 1.6%, failed quality requirements stipulated in technical standards. In the same period of the previous year, the ratio of defective samples was 3.7%. Highest number of flaws was detected concerning diesel, namely in 12 cases. Samples of compressed natural gas (CNG) were the only samples without any defects. CTIA saw defects concerning 2 samples of automotive petrol. In the evaluated period, 30 fines amounting to almost 7 million CZK were lawfully imposed to owners of poor quality fuels and prohibition of sale was imposed in 13 cases, namely sale of 120,432 litres of fuels amounting to 4 million CZK was banned. “Consumer protection is one of my major priorities. Therefore I am glad that the Czech Trade Inspection Authority keeps inspecting fuels, especially in the period of vacations when people travel more, and that we see a positive trend in this field,” said Jan Mládek, the Minister of Industry and Trade. During June, in total 222 fuel samples were collected, including 4 samples that failed quality requirements. “I consider the gradual decrease of ratio of poor quality samples a consequence of a set of measures taken by the members of the parliament, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority and subsequently distributors of fuels during recent years. I consider stabile quality of fuels a good news, especially for motorists,” said Mojmír Bezecný, the Director General of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority.
During June 2015, 222 samples of automotive petrol, diesel, diesel fuel blend, organic fuels, LPG, and CNG were collected at filling stations on the whole territory on the Czech Republic. This was in compliance with provisions of the Act 311/2006 Coll. on Fuels and Decree No. 133/2010 Coll. on Quality and Evidence of Fuels. 4 samples, including 2 petrol samples, 1 diesel sample, and 1 samples of organic fuel (FAME) failed quality requirements of applicable technical standards, which is 1.8% of all tested samples. 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Automotive petrol
In June 2015, in total 90 samples of automotive petrol were collected, including 2 samples that failed quality requirements of the applicable technical standard ČSN EN 228(2013) Motor fuels – Unleaded petrol – Technical Requirements and Testing Methods). One inspected sample filed quality indicator oxygen substances and oxygen. Laboratory analysis showed 6.6 % V/V of ethanol (maximal value is 5.2% V/V when measurement uncertainty is taken into account) and excessive content of oxygen by calculation (3.32% m/m was measured when maximal value is 2.9 when measurement uncertainty is taken into account). The other samples failed the quality indicator vapour pressure (64.1 kPa was measured when maximal value Is 62.0 kPa when uncertainty of measurement is taken into account). Other 88 inspected and analysed samples of automotive petrol met quality requirements. 
Motor diesel
In June, 109 diesel fuel samples were collected and inspected. 1 samples failed quality requirements of the technical standard ČSN EN 590(2014) – Motor Fuels – Diesel Fuel – Technical Requirements and Testing Methods. The noncompliant sample failed the requirement concerning the quality parameter flash point. The measured value 50.5°C was lower than the minimal value of 53.0°C when measurement uncertainty is taken into account. Other inspected and analysed diesel fuel samples met requirements stipulated in the applicable technical standard. 

FAME

One of 6 collected samples of the organic fuel FAME failed quality requirements stipulated in the applicable technical standard. It failed several quality parameters: content of fatty acid methyl ester (92.6% m/m was measured when minimal value is 94.0% m/m when measurement uncertainty is taken into account), oxidation stability (1.7 hour was measured when minimal value is 6.9 hours when measurement uncertainty is taken into account) and sum of sodium + potassium (9.1 mg/kg was measured wen maximal value is 7.1 mg/kg when measurement uncertainty is taken into account). The remaining 5 collected and inspected samples of FAME met quality requirements as stipulated in the technical standard ČSN EN 14214+A1(2014) Liquid petroleum products. Fatty acid methyl esters (FAME) for use in diesel engines and heating applications. Requirements and test methods.

Organic fuels  

Ethanol content in automotive petrol was inspected concerning 90 samples. Laboratory analysis showed that the upper level of ethanol content was exceeded concerning one sample of automotive petrol, particularly by 1.4 % V/V (value of the upper level is 5.2% V/V when measurement uncertainty is taken into account, while 6.6% V/V were measured in this particular case). In June, content of fatty acid methyl ester was inspected concerning 109 samples of diesel fuel and excessive content of bio ingredients wasn’t discovered. 
Measures
In June 2015, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed 3 measures, i.e. prohibition of sale of fuels that didn’t comply with requirements of special legal regulations. Measures were imposed on 20,969 litres of fuels amounting to the total of 645,116.10 CZK, including 15,601 litres of automotive petrol amounting to 500,792.10 CZK, 560 litres of diesel fuel amounting to 16,912.00 CZK, and 4,808 litres of FAME amounting to 127,412.00 CZK. 
Conclusion
Analysis of collected fuel samples proved deviation from quality standards concerning 2 samples of automotive petrol, 1 diesel fuel sample, and 1 FAME sample. These were the first two poor quality samples of automotive petrol and the first of 16 FAME samples collected this year so far that were discovered this year. Analysed samples of diesel fuel showed improvements. Despite the ratio of noncompliant samples of motor fuels was worse in June than in May, it didn’t exceed the overall average of the 1st half of 2015.

Evaluation of 1st half of 2015
During the 1st half of 2015, in total 1,331 samples of fuels were collected to inspections of quality at filling stations. 21 samples, i.e. 1.6%, failed quality requirements of technical standards which was less by 1.6% than in the same period of 2014 when the ratio was 3.7%. Significant decrease of quality concerning Ethanol E-85 (from 0% to 25%) and FAME (from 9.1% to 18.8%). Decrease concerning the ratio of noncompliant samples was spotted concerning automotive petrol (from 1.2% to 0.4%), diesel fuel (from 2.3% to 2.0%) and diesel fuel blend (from 6.8% to 5.0%). A significant decline was spotted concerning collected and inspected LPG samples (from 15.8% to 0.7%). As in 2014, collected samples of CNG, compressed natural gas, were without defects. 
Organic fuels
In the first half of 2015, content of fatty acid methyl ester was inspected in 604 diesel fuel samples within which violation of the upper level of content of bio ingredients wasn’t detected. Ethanol content in automotive petrol was inspected in 509 samples and violation of the upper level of content of bio ingredients was discovered in one sample of automotive petrol collected in June. 

Taken action
In the 1st half of 2015, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed prohibition of sale of motor fuels that failed to comply with requirements of special legal regulations (pursuant to section 7 par. 1 letter b) of the Act No. 64/1986 Coll. on the CTIA) in 13 cases. The measure was imposed in total o 120,432 litres of fuels amounting to 3,958,622.23 CZK, including 15,601 litres of gasoline SUPER BA 95 amounting to 500,792.10 CZK, 95,751 litres of diesel fuel amounting to 3,213,436.63 CZK, 6,864 litres of FAME amounting to 183,952.00 CZK, 1,259 litres of Ethanol E-85 amounting to 33,741.20 CZK and 957 litres of diesel fuel blend amounting to 26,700.63 CZK.
30 decisions concerning fines amounting to 6,670,000 CZK were lawfully imposed for distribution of poor quality fuel samples in the evaluated period. During the 1st quarter of 2015, the CTIA received in total 181 consumers’ submissions concerning suspicion of sale of poor fuels quality. Investigations proved flaws in 3 cases, twenty submissions are still progress while in other cases analysis of collected samples didn’t prove any consumers’ suspicions. Despite inspection results are positive and the ratio of poor quality fuels in the market network decreased, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority will keep monitoring and inspecting the quality of all types of fuels.
