Fair Flora Olomouc – opportunity for cheating visitors
(Ostrava, August 26, 2015) Summer season of the international gardening exhibition and fair FLORA OLOMOUC was held from August 20 to 23, 2015, and attracted traditionally high number of fans of flowers and gardeners, both experts and laics from the Czech Republic and abroad. Inspection employees of the appropriate CTIA inspectorate supervised compliance with obligations determined for sale of cultivars and various assortment or within provision of services. “Inspectors detected flaws within 9 of 19 inspections of selected points of sale. 7 cases concerned less serious breaches for which fines amounting to 11,000 CZK were imposed. Two inspected persons will be imposed fines in administrative proceedings,” said Boris Stabryn, the Director of the Inspectorate of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority based in Ostrava. 

The aim of the inspections carried out during the summer season of the international gardening exhibition and fair FLORA OLOMOUC was to check whether vendors breach obligations determined to them by generally binding legal regulations within the inspection scope of the CTIA concerning sale of products and provision of services.
From Thursday 20 to Sunday 23, 2015, inspectors detected flaws in 9 of 19 inspections (47%) carried out at Flora Olomouc. Stalls with the following assortment were monitored and subsequently inspected: 5 stalls with refreshments (2 breaches), 6 sellers of groceries (2 breaches), 4 stalls with fruits and vegetables (2 breaches). Inspectors also focused on other 4 stalls with gardening tools, industrial goods and textiles and detected flaws in three cases. 

Detected flaws and taken action
· Breaches of principles of honest sale (5 cases);
· Failure to inform consumer with prices of offered products or services (2 breaches);
· Failure to issue bill of purchase on consumer’s request (3 cases)

Seven inspected entities were imposed on-the-spot fines amounting to 11,000 CZK and flaws proven concerning other 2 sellers will be subject to administrative proceedings. 
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
