Toys composed of small parts are dangerous for children
(Prague, September 23, 2015) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority warns against serious risk posed especially to smallest users by toys composed of small parts that can be easily separated. One of such toys is a coloured plastic wind-up fish collected to inspection of safety by inspectors who monitored toys offer of in the Czech market. All released small components that fitted into the test tube for small parts, such as fins, wheels, tail parts as well as plastic stickers, pose serious risk of suffocation or choking. Therefore the product was notified into the RAPEX system via the contact point at the Ministry of Industry and Trade.

Product description
Fish made of coloured plastic has a moving tail composed of parts connected with a transparent plastic foil. The fish’s body is pasted with coloured stickers. The toy has plastic wheels run by a mechanical clockwork. Proportions of the toy are as follows: length 140 mm, width 60 mm, height 70 mm.
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Pictures 2 and 3 Products after torsion test and pull test
Within the torsion test and pull test, the following parts separated from the toy: tail fin, dorsal fin, two tail pieces, clockwork axis, wheels and stickers. Each of these released parts completely fitted into the test tube for small parts. 
Within a usual way of use a situation can be assumed within which child can choke or suffocate in the consequence of swallowing or inhaling the released parts.

Taken action 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority prohibited sale of the dangerous fish and distributor subsequently took a measure based on which he withdrew this product from the market. After complete documentation had been elaborated, the product was published in the RAPEX system, file number CZ45-2010-S.
