Watch out when buying rattles for smallest children!
(Prague, October 12, 2015) When monitoring the market with toys, CTIA inspectors detected two types of rattles that are intended for smallest users but can seriously endanger their safety and health. The risk is posed by small parts in one case and by fragments of used material in the other case. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority prohibited sale of both types of rattles and ordered their recall from distribution. All information about both toys were published in the RAPEX database.

Picture No. 1: Original product within sale
Products description
Timber toy for smallest children is a ring with the diameter of 7 cm and with two holes on the circuit. Red elastic cord is through the holes and coloured timber balls and an iron jingle bell are strung on it. A smiling face is drawn on the biggest bead. The rattles are fastened by a disposable plastic clip to a hard cardboard pad.

Danger
The following defects detected concerning the accessed product after laboratory analysis (according to the standard EN 71-1:2011+A3:2014): The cord broke after the power of 71.6 N was used within pull test while the minimal value stipulated in the standard is 90 N. The balls released and small parts fitted into the test tube (see picture No. 2).

Within a usual and predictable way of use, i.e. within game, it is possible that a situation occurs when a very small child can break the cord and put released parts from the toy into his or her mouth. In this case, child can get injured in the consequence of swallowing released small parts that could block the air ways. 
Plastic rattles

Product description
Six coloured jingle bells made of hard plastic are fastened to a bracelet-shaped white plastic belt. Two small iron balls are put into these coloured plastic balls. It is possible to make bracelets of various diameters from the plastic belt. 

Danger
The test protocol showed that the toy failed requirements of the applicable government order because it failed safety requirements specified in the applicable technical standard ČSN EN 71-1:2011 + A3:2014, namely article 4.8 – Points and metallic wires, 5.1 – General Requirements, 5.8 – Shape and size of certain toys a 5.10 – Small balls).  

Within the impact test the balls broke into small sharp pieces. Within pull test, the balls on the bracelet and pivot pins that held the balls in original position separated from the bracelet. The power necessary to release individual parts ranked between 9.7 N to 41.1 N. All the small released parts fitted into the test tube (see pic. 4 and 5).

If individual small parts release from the rattles within game or any other type of manipulation, a situation can occur when child’s health is damaged in the consequence of swallowing or inhaling of these small parts. Sharp edges that arise after the brittle plastic balls brake can also cause scratches and cuts on child’s skin.  

Taken action
In order to prevent further appearance of the same dangerous products in the market, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority prohibited further distribution and imposed recall of the product from the market. All information about both rattles were published in the RAPEX database, file numbers A 12/1123/15 a INFO/0169/15.
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
