Hlinsko: shops with flaws, fuels without defects
(Hradec Králové, November 13, 2015) On November 4, not only officers of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority, but also employees of customs office, veterinary administration and local office of the Czech Metrological Institute participated in an inspection action of the CTIA in Hlinsko v Čechách. Flaws were detected in 12 of 24 inspected workplaces within inspections focused on local shops while filling stations were without defects.
On November 4, 2015, a common inspection action of the Czech trade Inspection Authority, Customs Office of the Pardubice Region, Czech Metrological Institute – local inspectorate in Pardubice, and the Regional Veterinary Administration of Hlinsko was carried in Hlinsko v Čechách. The aim of the common inspections was to check the retail market network, including workplaces of public alimentation and provision of taxi services in the perspective of surveillance scope of the participating inspection bodies. CTIA officers detected flaws in 12 of 24 inspected workplaces. Samples of motor fuels that were collected at 3 local filling stations were in compliance with quality requirements. 

Violations of the Act on Consumer Protection (Act No. 634/1992 Coll.), the Act on the CTIA (Act No. 64/1986 Coll.) and the Act on Road Transport (Act No. 11/1994 Coll.) were discovered. In total 50% of inspected commercial entities breached law. 

Detected violations
· Offer and sale of products infringing certain intellectual property rights were proven in two cases, namely concerning products labelled with trademarks Burberry and Hasbro without any permission from the owners of the intellectual property rights;
· Failures concerning information obligations were as follows: at 2 workplaces footwear was not marked with information about materials used in major parts of footwear; in 5 cases sellers didn’t display unit prices of offered products or failed to inform the consumer about the final prices of products or services; a seller didn’t provide proper information about consumer’s rights stemming from defective performance; two vendors didn’t issue any bill of purchase with all requirements based on consumer’s request;
· Use of uncertified measuring instruments was detected in two cases;
· Inspection of a taxi services operator showed breaches of the Act on Road Transport. 
Imposed measures and sanction
Inspectors collected 10 pieces of products with deceitful labelling Burberry and Hasbro which infringed certain intellectual property rights. The estimated price of originals was 16,400 CZK.

Prohibition was imposed on the use of uncertified measuring instruments until remedy would be made. 
In total 7 on-the-spot fines amounting to 10,500 CZK were imposed during the inspection action and administrative proceedings will be launched with four inspected persons at the CTIA inspectorate. 
Detected breaches of the Act on Road Transport will be transferred to the competent transport department who would take further steps. 
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
