Fakes for 1.4 million CZK collected within repeated inspection in Strážný
(České Budějovice, May 17, 2016) South Bohemian inspectors returned to Strážný after one week on the State Holiday, May 8. And they were successful because the marketers were surprised by the inspection on a state holiday. Employees of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority detected 300 pieces of counterfeits of products at 5 stands. The value was estimated to almost CZK 1,400,000 in the prices of originals. “Administrative proceedings will be launched with the inspected persons after they are identified and after expert analysis are elaborated confirming that the collected goods are counterfeits infringing certain intellectual property rights,” said Daniel Adamec, the Director of the CTIA Inspectorate based in České Budějovice. 

Officers of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority, namely the Jihočeský and Vysočina Inspectorate, carried out their inspection of stands at the marketplace in Strážné. On Sunday May 1, 2016, the officers inspected 5 stands and collected 366 pieces of counterfeits amounting to almost CZK 600,000 when calculated in the prices of originals. The goods especially concerned counterfeits of textile products, footwear, glasses and belts of the trademarks Adidas and Salomon, and textile goods illegally labelled with the trademarks Billa Bong, Chicago Bulls,  Frozen, Mammut, Diesel, Dope, Ed Hardy, Opel, Mercedes, BMW, Honda, Audi, Volkswagen, Pit Bull, Lacoste, Fox, Kawassaki, No Fear, JOOP, Armani or Hollister. 

Other 8 stands were inspected within a repeated inspection on May 8. Officers detected almost 300 pieces of counterfeits amounting to CZK 1,400,000 when calculated in the prices of originals – mostly of handbags, clothing, belts, wallets and glasses of the following trademarks: Burberry, Michael Kors, Frozen, Minions, Beats, Prada, Louis Vuitton, Red Bull, Chicago Bulls and other brands. Suitable products will be offered to humanitarian purposes after administrative proceedings ends.
During the two state holidays 10 stands were inspected and almost 700 pieces of products amounting to CZK 2,000,000 in the prices of originals were collected.
