Toys and counterfeits collected within CTIA inspections 
Officers of the Liberecký, Ústecký and Středočeský inspectorates detected misconducts concerning sale of goods. They collected almost 500 pieces of counterfeits in Hřensko of Northern Bohemia and plush toys that were sold freely without any packaging at the Tiskařská Street in Prague 10. 
438 pieces of counterfeits for almost half a million CZK collected in Northern Bohemia
(Liberec/Ústí nad Labem, June 7, 2016) In May, employees of the Ústecký and Liberecký Inspectorate of the CTIA carried out 13 inspections in the village of Hřensko. They discovered violations of legal regulations in 12 cases. 

Inspections were carried out not only in ordinary shops, but also in stands on May 26, 2016. Inspectors collected larger numbers of counterfeits of popular trademarks from 6 sellers. 438 pieces of products were fakes of CDs, toys, textile and watches of the brands Nike, Bench, Adidas, Minekraft and Minions amounting to CZK 487,450 calculated in the prices of originals. Less serious shortcomings were found in cases of other 5 vendors who were imposed 5 fines amounting to CZK 11,000. In cooperation with an employee of the Czech Telecommunication Office two radio controlled models were detected at 1 seller without any documentation according to the applicable government order and the Act. No. 22/1997 Coll. which lays down technical requirements for products that may significantly threaten the health or safety of persons, property or the environment or any other possible public interest. Prohibition of sale was imposed on these products as was a terminated measure for remedy of detected flaws. Sanction measure will be imposed after the inspection terminates. 
Flaws concerning goods from a marketplace
(Prague, June 7, 2016) With an inspection of the marketplace at the Tiskařská Street officers of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority detected small plush toys without required information and packaging that were intended for children under three years. 

Rhree types of small plush toys were detected within offer during the inspection of the company HUAN YU s.r.o. at the venue of the marketplace Tiskařská in Prague 10. The products were as follows: coloured raccoon, blue and white rabbit and a bear “I Love You” in the total number of 568 pieces amounting to CZK 5,860 when calculated in the selling price. These products that are intended for children under three years were sold freely without any packaging. Despite the Act No. 22/1997 Coll. on Technical Requirements for Products governs the sale of these products, the required CE marking was not displayed on the products as wasn’t the age category, identification data about the manufacturer/importer or any other information for use or the safety of use. 
Prohibition on distribution of the above mentioned plush toys was imposed until the inspection is terminated and also removal of detected flaws was imposed. Further investigation will be carried out at supplier of the respective products and subsequently also at their importer (or manufacturer). 
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
