Diamonds in jewels for CZK 200 weren’t genuine
(Prague, August 1, 2016) In May and June 2016, employees of the Středočeský and Prague Inspectorate of the Středočeský and Prague Inspectorate of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority focused on e-shops offering jewels. They inspected whether consumers are deceived when purchasing jewels with precious stones. The reasons was a consumer’s submission and the fact that since 2010 when monitoring of the sale of jewels started, flaws have been discovered in 70% of ordinary shops. Vendors tell consumers that jewels are fitted with precious stones, but in fact they are just cheap imitations. Expert analysis of the authenticity of 3 jewel types purchased in the e-shop www.krizomat.cz showed that no sample was fitted with any precious stone, i.e. diamond or brilliant. The analysis was carried out at the laboratory of the Customs Administration. Goods purchases on www.lior.cz didn’t have the declared characteristics. Administrative proceedings are held with the inspected entities.
In May and June 2016, the inspectors of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority focused on online purchases of jewellery. The inspection action was aimed at the use of unfair commercial practices within the sale of jewels fitted with precious stones. The action followed similar inspections of recent years that proved that a number of vendors offer synthetic imitations instead of precious stones or even golden imitations of precious stones of very low value, but the price is the same as if precious stones were sold.
The following three types of jewels were purchased in the e-shop www.krizomat.cz to find out whether consumers are deceived by the operating company MJ VENTURES s.r.o.: Brilliant eye; Diamond bracelet and Crown diamond ring. The seller stated that the products are fitted with a brilliant or diamond, however, their price didn’t correspond with this fact – products were offered for CZK 200. The laboratory assessment proved that the stones were no diamonds or brilliants and that the seller breached the prohibition to use deceptive commercial practices.
In the other case, the following two types of jewellery were purchased in the e-shop www.lior.cz to inspect whether consumers are deceived by the company Wimpex Bohemia s.r.o.: ear rings (seller stated that one pair was gilded and the other pair was with a rhodium modification). The expert assessment didn’t prove any rhodium modification or gilding. The finding indicated that the seller breached the prohibited use of unfair commercial practices. 
The expert assessments of sampled jewels showed that both inspected entities used unfair commercial practices as none of the samples had the declared characteristics. Administrative proceedings are held due to the seriousness of the findings. 
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
