Fuels almost without defects in the first half-year
(Monitoring of fuels quality in the first half of 2016)

(Prague, August 9, 2016) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority regularly monitors the quality of fuels at filling stations in the Czech Republic. During the first half of 2016 it collected 1,290 samples, including 18 that failed the quality requirements. In 11 cases, the CTIA prohibited the sale of 74,453 litres of fuels amounting to almost 2 million Czech crowns. “We saw a slight decrease concerning poor quality fuels in comparison with 2015 when 21 collected samples failed the required quality. This means that the quality improved from 1.6% to 1.4% when compared with the first half of 2015,” said the Director General of the CTIA Mojmír Bezecný. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority collected and analysed 1,290 samples of various fuel types in compliance with the Act No. 311/2006 Coll. on Fuels and the Decree No. 133/2010 Coll. on the quality and evidence of fuels. 18 samples failed the requirements. In the first half of 2016 slightly worse results were detected concerning petrol (from 0.4% to 0.6%) and diesel fuel blend DFB 30 (from 5.0% to 8.3%). However the ratio of poor quality samples concerned FAME (from 18.8% to 14.3%) and LPG (from 0.7% to 0.0%).
The quality of fuels improved from 1.6% to 1.4% in comparison of results of the first half of 2015 and the first half of 2016. The ratio of poor quality samples was the same concerning the inspected samples of CNG (0.0%), diesel (2.0%) and Ethanol E 85 (25.0%).

Organic ingredients in fuels
In the first half of 2016, content of fatty acid methyl ester was inspected in 598 diesel samples. Laboratory analysis showed excessive content of organic ingredients in May 2016. Ethanol content was inspected in 502 samples of petrol. Violation of the upper acceptable level of organic ingredients wasn’t detected.
The highest ratio of noncompliant fuel samples was detected in June 2016 when 6 of the total number of 197 collected samples (i.e. 3.0%) didn’t meet the quality requirements. Laboratory analysis discovered three noncompliant samples of petrol and three noncompliant samples of diesel. 

Taken action
In the first half of 2016, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed prohibition of sale of fuels that failed the requirements for quality and composition as determined by the legal regulations and Czech technical standards in 11 cases. The measure was imposed on 74,453 litres of fuels amounting to CZK 1,992,695, including:

· 18,575 litres of SUPER BA 95 amounting to CZK 550,681
· 44,170 litres diesel amounting to CZK 1,160,659
· 7,300 litres FAME v amounting to CZK 167,170 
· 2,637 litres of Ethanol E-85 v amounting to CZK 68,292
· 1,772 litres of diesel fuel blend v amounting to CZK 45,892
