Inspection of garden shops in Northern Bohemia
(Ústí nad Labem, September 12, 2016) Czechs love gardening. This is also why both ordinary shops and e-shops belong among the most favourite ones. And the Czech Trade Inspection Authority regularly inspects compliance with consumer rights also in this area. 

CTIA inspectors in Ústí nad Labem proved a breach of a legal regulation when the seller didn’t indicate prices of two pieces of solitaire plants. Inspectors also discovered that tree and bush cultivars weren’t marked and labelled with their botanical name. The botanical name is necessary to identify the characteristics of the cultivar of individual plants and serves for its identification for potential further care. The garden shop was imposed an on-the-spot fine amounting to CZK 2,000 for the violations of the Act on Consumer Protection (No. 634/1992 Coll.).
