Stand sale at Hobby 2016 failed inspections
(České Budějovice, October 25, 2016) On the edge of September and October a traditional exhibition ‘Hobby autumn 2016’ was held in České Budějovice. Vendors were offering goods and services focused on animal breeding, do-it-yourself tools, collecting as well as household and garden equipment. The event provided cultural programmes connected with provision of public alimentation services and fast food. CTIA based in the South Bohemian Region discovered violations of laws in 5 cases.
At the exhibition Hobby 2016, CTIA inspections aimed at the assortment and provision of services especially in stands sale of consumer goods and refreshments in the sense of both the Act on Consumer Protection and the Act on Technical Requirements for Products as well as the Act on General Safety of Products. 

7 inspections were carried out this year and defects were detected in 5 cases which represented more than 71% of all inspections. In 2 less serious cases fines amounting to CZK 2,000 in each case were imposed within the taken measures.  In three cases administrative proceeding will be launched.
With regard to the national significance of the event and the variety of sale and offer of services within the additional cultural programme, the exhibition Hobby will be included in the schedule of the Jihočeský and Vysočina Inspectorate.
