Šenovská burza – all inspected sellers breached law
(Ostrava, November 2, 2016) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority in cooperation with the Customs Office of the Moravian-Silesian Region carried out an inspection at the so called “Šenovská burza” at the Šenovská Street in Ostrava in mid-October. Violations of laws were detected in all cases of 15 inspected sellers. 
CTIA inspectors and employees of the Customs Office of the Moravia-Silesian Region carried out an inspection action at the marketplace at the Šenovská Street in Ostrava. They inspected stands with textile, leather goods, footwear, general merchandise, clothing, houseware, and drugstore goods.
Despite CTIA inspections had been carried out repeatedly in the area, flaws were discovered in cases of all 15 vendors. 10 of them failed to inform consumers about prices of offered products in compliance with pricing regulations. 3 traders didn’t properly inform the consumer about the characteristics of sold products or didn’t label and mark the products with information about fibre composition. The same applied to the information about manufacturers or importers as well as labelling of goods with information on maintenance. In 2 cases, sellers didn’t comply with the Act on Technical Requirements for Products. 

15 fines amounting to CZK 26,000 were imposed for the detected shortcomings. 
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
