CTIA inspections in Nový Bydžov
(Hradec Králové, November 10, 2016) In the second half of October, a joint inspection action of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority, customs administration office and the Regional Labour Inspectorate was carried out. The subject of the inspection was the retail market and workplaces of public alimentation in the town of Nový Bydžov. At the same time, CTIA employees sampled fuels there. Violations of legal regulations were discovered in 52% of all inspected entities. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Hradec Králové Region carried out 27 inspections in retail market units and restaurants in Nový Bydžov. They also collected 5 fuel samples at two filling stations – these samples are analysed in laboratories now. 

Violations of legal regulations were detected at 14 workplaces where above all violations of the Act No. 634/1992 Coll. on Consumer Protection were discovered. Violations of the Act No. 22/1997 Coll. on Technical Requirements for Products and the Regulation of the European Parliament and the Council on textile fibre names and related labelling and marking of the fibre composition of textile products were discovered. Particular breaches concerned the failure to provide declared amount of sold drinks, offer of products infringing certain intellectual property rights, information obligations, failure to inform consumers about valid final prices before the purchase and failures to inform about prices relating to certain numbers of sold products.
In total 11 on-the-spot fines amounting to CZK 16,000 were imposed. In three cases, administrative procedures within the authorizations of the CTIA will be launched with inspected persons. Inspectors also prohibited selling of 222 pieces of products in the total value of CZK 21,158. 

18 employees of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority participated in the joint inspection action together with 3 members of the customs administration and 8 employees of the Regional Labour Inspectorate. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out four inspections with the labour inspectorate and two with the customs office.
