Goods for more than CZK 1.5 million collected at the marketplace in Vyšší Brod
(České Budějovice, November 15, 2016) Violations of intellectual property rights are usually seen at marketplaces. When selling counterfeits, sellers breach foremost the Act on Consumer Protection. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority discovered fakes in the value of more than CZK 1.5 million within an extraordinary inspection at the marketplace in Vyšší Brod. 

The last October Sunday saw an extraordinary inspection action at the marketplace in Vyšší Brod. The action focused on violations of intellectual property rights and was carried out by the Jihočeský Inspectorate in cooperation with the Alien Police. 
Four stands were selected for the inspection. 43 types of products, including 211 pieces of products, were collected. The goods were mostly handbags, wallets, glasses, and textile protected by the trademarks Michael Kors, Prada, Mammut, Jack Wolfskin, Louis Vuitton, DOPE, Burberry, and Chicago Bulls. Handbags and textile were mainly found. 

The collected goods in the value of CZK 1,541,500 were then stored on the premises of the Inspectorate in České Budějovice. After administrative procedure ends, suitable products will be offered for humanitarian purposes.
