CTIA collected counterfeits for 28 million
(Continuous report of 3rd quarter of 2016)
(Prague, November 28, 2016) Counterfeits of various trademarks were subjects to an inspection action of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority in the third quarter of 2016 when 346 inspections were carried out. Inspectors collected almost 10,300 pieces of fakes in the value of more than CZK 28 million, including mainly the following brands: Michael Kors, Adidas, Minions, and Nike. Highest numbers of collected products concerned video and audio products, textile, footwear, toys, and other product types such as sunglasses, umbrellas, and pharmacy goods. CTIA cooperated with the Customs Administration within these inspections. 

In the period from July 1 to September 30, 2016, CTIA inspectors carried out 346 inspections within which they focused on compliance with section 8 of the Act No. 634/1992 Coll. on Consumer Protection, within offer, sale and storage of products or services infringing certain intellectual property rights. Besides inspections of the above mentioned section of the Act on Consumer Protection, inspectors also aimed at violations of other legal regulations. 

Violations of generally binding legal regulations were discovered in 261 of 346 inspections which represented 75.4% of all cases. Breaches of section 8 of the Act on Consumer Protection were detected within 86 inspections that proved offer, sale and storage of products infringing certain intellectual property rights. This number represented 24.9% which was more almost by 3% than in the 2nd quarter of 2016 (22.4%). 
Within the inspections, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority cooperated with the Police of the Czech Republic in 6 cases, and with the Customs Administration in 9 cases.

Imposed sanctions and measures

Based on detected violations of legal regulations, 289 fines amounting to CZK 2,391,500 were lawfully imposed.
CTIA officers also collected 10,237 pieces of counterfeits in the value of more than CZK 28,468,279 as calculated in the prices of originals. The goods were stored out of reach of the inspected persons as determined by the Act on the Czech Trade Inspection Authority. After the court decision on their confiscation becomes effective, the collected goods will be destroyed or used for humanitarian purposes.
