Joint inspection action in Svitavy 

(Hradec Králové, November 29, 2016) Late November, a joint inspection action was carried out together with members of the Customs Administration of the Pardubice Region and the Czech Environmental Inspectorate from Hradec Králové. The aim of the inspection action was to monitor the retail network, including other workplaces offering alimentation services and refreshments. Officers of the Královéhradecký and Pardubický Inspectorate of the CTIA detected violations of legal regulations in 71% of inspections. 

18 employees of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority, 4 members of the Customs Administration of the Pardubice Region, and 1 employee of the Czech Environmental Inspection based in Hradec Králové cooperated within 27 inspections, including 3 samplings of fuels and 24 inspections of retail shops, casinos and bars. Results of the inspections of fuel quality will be known after laboratory analysis ends. 

Violations of legal regulations were discovered at 17 workplaces and related especially to violations of the Act No. 634/1992 Coll. on Consumer Protection, the Act 64/1986 on Czech Trade Inspection Authority, and the Act No. 22/1997 Coll. on Technical Requirements for Products. 

Detected findings
Provisions of the Act No. 634/1992 Coll. on Consumer Protection: 

· In one case the declared amount of a sold drink wasn’t provided; 

· 4 times, information obligations were breached – sellers are obliged to inform consumers about the characteristics of sold products and provided services clearly and to mark the product and provide information in writing and in Czech;
· The consumers wasn’t informed about the final valid price before the negotiation about the purchase and measure or amount prices of products weren’t displayed at the products; 

· The seller didn’t issue any bill of purchased products with the required information on consumer’s request;
· One seller used an uncertified measuring instrument.
Further, inspectors detected 6 violations of the Regulation on labelling and marking of textile products as determined by the applicable EU legislation.

Prohibition of sale was imposed on 191 pieces of products in the total price of CZK 27,749. The way of use wasn’t declared and safety instructions were provided only in foreign languages. Another case concerned footwear that wasn’t equipped with information about the material used in its major parts.
Imposed sanctions
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed 13 on-the-spot fines amounting to CZK 20,500. Administrative proceedings will be launched with 4 inspected persons.
