Counterfeits at the Marketplace in Hřensko
(Ústí nad Labem, November 9, 2016) Inspections at the marketplace in Hřensko proved violations of intellectual property rights. Inspectors collected 527 pieces of counterfeits in the total value of originals amounting to CZK 349,400. Most of the products were CD and DVD carriers as well as watches. 
CTIA inspectors based in Ústí nad Labem carried out 4 inspections in Hřensko where they found goods infringing certain intellectual property rights. The 527 pieces of products, including 523 pieces of CD and DVD carriers, 4 pieces of watches RADO and Ice Watch, would cost CZK 349,400 if they were originals. At 1 seller, flaws were detected concerning distribution of toys in the sense of the Act No. 634/1992 Coll. on Consumer Protection and Act No. 22/1997 Coll. on Technical Requirements for Products. The vendor failed to mark products with prices, didn’t provide information about manufacturers or importers, provided instructions for use in English and didn’t provide documents on purchase relating to the inspected products. Terminated measure was imposed to remedy the detected shortcomings.
