Sale of counterfeits on Facebook

(Ústí nad Labem, March 17, 2017) Nowadays social networks are a popular and spread communication channel used also for purchases of goods. In the first half of February the CTIA of the Ústí and Liberec Regions saw sale of counterfeits via Facebook.
Mid-February, the inspectors of the Ústí and Liberec Regions carried out investigation of a person selling products Michael Kors via Facebook. They acted as consumers and previously ordered goods were handed over at an agreed location in Most. An assessment showed that the purchased products labelled with the Michael Kors logo are counterfeited. Hence, the person who offered them violated certain intellectual property rights. Two handbags and a purse amounting to CZK 2,500 were collected while the price of originals would amount to CZK 45,000. Administrative proceedings were launched with the inspected person based on the violation of the Act on Consumer Protection. Investigation was carried out in cooperation with members of the Police of the Czech Republic.
