Counterfeits for CZK 300,000 took at marketplace in Strážné
(České Budějovice, May 3, 2017) A special inspection at the marketplace in Strážné ended up with 119 pieces of counterfeits amounting to almost CZK 300,000 collected by the CTIA inspectors. Vendors mainly offered counterfeited textile, footwear and glasses.
Mid-April, the Inspectorate of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemian and Vysočina Regions carried out a special inspection at the border marketplace in Strážné, focusing on compliance with intellectual property rights. Inspections were carried out in cooperation with the Police of the Czech Republic. 

CTIA officers inspected three workplaces and found 30 types of goods, namely 119 products infringing certain intellectual property rights amounting to CZK 296,350 in total. The goods were especially textile products, footwear and glasses. Ray Ben was the most frequently counterfeited trademark.
Administrative proceedings will be launched with the sellers for breaches of legal regulations.
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
