CTIA took counterfeits of sports footwear 
(Liberec, March 24, 2017) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Ústí and Liberec Regions took 58 pairs of counterfeited sports footwear amounting to CZK 174,000 in the first half of May 2017.
In the first half of May 2017, inspectors of the Ústí and Liberec Regions carried out an inspection of a footwear shop whose operator was suspect of breaches of certain intellectual property rights. The seller offered and sold textile sports footwear of the Adidas AG trademark and a suspicion occurred that these were counterfeits. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority collected 58 pairs of the suspicious footwear amounting to CZK 12,202 in total while the price of a pair of original footwear is about CZK 3,000, meaning that 58 pairs would cost CZK 174,000.
Inspectors collected the suspicious products, stored them out of reach of the inspected person and asked for copies of sales contracts on these products.
