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Some sellers didn’t provide declared amount of drinks
(České Budějovice, June 27, 2017) Beer festival in České Budějovice is among most favourite regional events. Visitors of the 21st edition could taste and see a variety of products and accompanying presentations. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out an extraordinary inspection at this event and saw four of eight inspected sellers breaching law. 
The Jihočeský and Vysočina Inspectorate of Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out an extraordinary inspection at traditional Beer Festival at the exhibition mall in České Budějovice in early June. Its officers focused the inspection on the level of sale of goods and provision of services. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out 8 inspections. Violations of legislation were detected in 4 cases that most frequently related to failure to provide declared amount of drinks and failure to inform consumers about prices of offered products. Inspectors imposed 3 fines amounting to CZK 3,000 and in 1 case administrative proceedings will be launched.
