More than a half of sellers failed provisions of law at Colours of Ostrava 
(Ostrava, July 27, 2017) Interesting music was to be heard at Colours of Ostrava this year. The major music festival offered also a variety of refreshments, promotional products and other tiny goods. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out 21 inspections at the festival and detected violations of legal regulations in 12 cases. 

From July 19 and 22, 2017, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Moravian-Salesian and Olomouc Regions carried out 21 inspections of stands with refreshments, restaurants, pizzerias, brasseries, grocery stores and stands with promotional textile products. In 12 cases (57%), flaws were detected – 3 vendors didn’t issue any bill of purchase of products with all requirements; 2 vendors weighed products on uncertified scales; 2 sellers didn’t inform consumers about prices of products in compliance with pricing regulations; in 2 cases traders failed the principles of fair sale when one billed incorrectly and the other didn’t provide the declared weight; 1 seller didn’t ensure proper marking of textile products in compliance with the Act on Consumer Protection; 1 seller breached the Act on Technical Requirements for Products and 1 seller offered and sold counterfeits, having breached certain intellectual property rights.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority will deal with the detected flaws in administrative proceedings. CTIA also imposed on-the-spot prohibition to use 2 pieces of scales until remedy would be made.
